Pioneers Russell and Mary Spanton, may have the sweetest job in the world. They are Australia’s first ever 
commercial vanilla growers.  Vanilla Australia is a company the pair have built from the ground-up over the past 
8 years, on a small patch of land near Port Douglas in the heart of cane country.  They stumbled across the 
world’s most flavoursome orchid by accident. 
 

Despite having no farming experience, they were 
encouraged by their landlord, a Kokoda Trail war hero, to 
grow something in the rich, fertile soil surrounding their 
home.  “Montezuma called vanilla a gift from God, so I 
thought there must have been something magical about 
it”, says Russell, a qualified monumental stonemason. 
 

Traditionally grown around trees, the Spanton’s grow their 
orchids in a shade house, using biodynamic & biological 
methods.  The bean is the only edible fruit from an orchid and is 
originally a native of Mexico.  They started with 55 cuttings and 
today have around 400 orchids.  Every flower is hand pollinated, 
an extremely labour intensive exercise, and timing of the 
pollination process is critical.  The orchids flower for a short 
period, usually around spring, when the flowers open up in the 
morning.   

“If you don’t pollinate by lunchtime you miss out and don’t get a bean”, says Russell.  “It then takes 7-9 months for each 
vanilla bean to ripen and each bean is then picked by hand individually.  The bean then has to be cured.  This takes 18 
months to 2 years, depending on weather…The CSIRO have said our product contains about four times the amount of 
vanilla than anyone else worldwide, so I truly believe if all the growers in the area come together we can have an industry 
producing the best quality vanilla around." 

This Aussie Vanilla Essence is lighter in colour than others.  This is because it has not been extracted and 
synthesised with chemicals.  It will however darken with intensified flavour over time, like a fine balsamic 
vinegar.  Next time you visit Morpeth Gourmet Foods, ask for a taste.  We firmly believe this Australian Vanilla 
will be the secret ingredient to your next prize winning cake or batch of biscuits.  A 50ml bottle is $19.
